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Matching Site

The Matching Site is a website managed by the Kyoto University Career Support Center. It is

designed to support graduate employment by helping students and prospective employers
understand one another better.

You can use the Matching Site to apply for internships, seminars and other events for Kyoto
University students, and to request individual communications with prospective employers.
Doctoral students can also apply for job vacancies and wait for job offers from employers.
Note: This site can only be used by degree-seeking students of Kyoto University.

Note: Available content varies depending on your year level and program of study.

What you can do on the Matching Site

1. Employer Search
You can browse information about employers registered with the site. You can also set
conditions such as restricting your search to employers accepting contacts from students
and ones that are capable of communicating in English. You can also request employers
to contact you individually if certain conditions are met.

2. Alumni Search
You can search employers that have provided a list of Kyoto University alumni they
employ. If you wish to browse these lists, please visit the Center in person.

3. Event Search
You can search information on internships, seminars, and other events for Kyoto
University students, and find out how to apply for them.

4. Job Vacancy Search (doctoral students only)
You can search and browse job vacancies advertised for doctoral students.

5. Offer/Contact
The site administrator can pass on job offers from employers and contact requests from
students. After the parties have agreed, they will be able to view one another’s names
and contact details on the site and begin to communicate directly.
*Students must be sure to reply within one week of receiving any message from the
site administrator.
*The Offer service is only available to doctoral students.
*The Contact service is only available to doctoral students and undergraduate/master’s
students in their final year (graduating/completing in the current academic year).

6. Register/Update Your Information
There are two steps to the registration process.
(1) Register your contact details



Regardless of your year of study, you need to register your e-mail address and telephone
number. These details will not be made available to prospective employers until you
accept an offer or contact request.

(2) Self-introduction (undergraduate and master’s students) / research profile (doctoral
students)

If you wish to be contacted by prospective employers, in addition to (1) you will need to
register a self-introduction or research profile. Doctoral students can receive job offers if
they make their research profile viewable by prospective employers. Registration requires
authorization from the site administrator.
